How is godly character formed?  Four arenas integrated —


Relationships:  Christ & Community — a relational web of cohort and team


Environment:   God’s Truth in real life context in step with the Holy Spirit 


Obedience:      God’s Truth personally and experientially


Endurance:      A combination of patience and faith over time

1.  Cohort — make a character wheel as illustrated below.  List the character qualities that you will be pursuing.  Biblical references for character qualities:  Matthew 11:29, Galatians 5:22, Colossians 3:12-15, Matthew 5:1-12.  Choose one character quality that you will focus on for 6 months.

Daily:  Individual



Read the Proverb for the day (ex. Nov 17 read Proverbs 17)



Write down any reference to the specific character quality you are 


pursuing.  Meditate on that verse(s) and write out your observation, 

interpretation, and application to your situation.  Pray through this Proverb.  


Weekly:  Team

· 
Meet in your team.  Share your life and journey, your meditations, insights, struggles and or victories and applications. Each in turn and pray for each other.

· 
The 5th week:  Design a character collage around the 5Cs. Build Learning Experiences around your collage including challenging assignments for each learning experience. Share your collage design with the cohort.    

· Monthly: 2 times/month:  Cohort 

· 
Assign a character study, (biblical, historical, current) to each member of the Cohort.  During the Cohort gathering teach on your findings to the rest of the Cohort.  

· 
Invite a godly man or woman from your church who is an example of Christ in this character quality to come and share their character testimony.  Have a Q & A with this person. 

· 
Each Cohort member is to teach their character collage to Senior High students in their church (with the permission of the church leadership)

· Repeat and improve the transformational process for each character quality.
